
Questions to ask at the WAGGGS booths
? Why does WAGGGS openly advocate for sexual rights for youth

on their website?

? Why did WAGGGS scrub their website and remove the text
revealing that they promoted abortion at the United Nations?
WAGGGS’ website stated that youth demanded abortion, contracep-
tion, emergency contraception and comprehensive sexuality education
from governments. The word “abortion” was scrubbed from this report,
but it doesn’t change the fact that WAGGGS supported these
demands. 

? If GSUSA leaves sexuality to a girl’s family, why does WAGGGS
have a campaign to encourage girls to talk about graphic sexual
issues?

? WAGGGS says they represent 10 million girls (including GSUSA
members). When they lobby for abortion and sexual rights, does
this mean they are representing you in these advocacy efforts?

? Why does WAGGGS train girls to become advocates for abortion
and sexual rights for youth at the United Nations?  Quoting from
the Journeys Girl Scouts USA book Your Voice, Your World, page 40:
“The WAGGGS UN team at the United Nations in New York works
closely with the Girl Scouts of the USA.”

? Why is GSUSA now saying that American Girl Scouts are not
members of WAGGGS when their GSUSA Leader Magazine on the
official GSUSA website states, “Girl Scouts of the USA, and every
member of it, automatically belongs to the World Association of
Girl Guides and Girl Scouts (WAGGGS)”? Girl Scouts of the USA is
a founding member of WAGGGS, and the largest funder of WAGGGS.
GSUSA provides millions of dollars to WAGGGS to fund their advoca-
cy efforts and agenda. According to Sandy Thomas, GSUSA Vice
President of Global Scouting Overseas, each girl and adult member’s
$12 registration fee to GSUSA initiates a quota to be paid by GSUSA
to WAGGGS annually. Your contributions and hard work on World
Thinking Day also help fund WAGGGS.

• Sylvia R Garcia: prominent abortion rights advocate. CEO of
NALEO who collaborates with Planned Parenthood, Catholics for
Choice, and EMILY’s List. Praised by Planned Parenthood CEO
Cecile Richards 

• Dana Agamalian: committee member for Planned Parenthood.

• Debra Gano: New Age guru whose groups for girls links girls to 
pro-abortion groups including Planned Parenthood. 

• Marlee Matlin: homosexual rights advocate and deaf actress who
starred in the HBO series that promotes lesbianism (The L Word).

• Catherine B. Reynolds: promotes eugenicist and Planned
Parenthood founder, Margaret Sanger and is featured as a role
model and “Social Entrepreneur.”
